Once a student has received 4 awards, they may be
handed in to the Office in order to receive a
Principal’s Award. Parents are notified, via a note,
when these awards are to be given to students. This
is usually Monday morning assembly.

When a student has 4 Principal’s Awards, they must
take these and the attached merit awards to the
office. Their name will then be entered in the
register to receive a banner, or if their second
banner, a Gold Medal. We hold the Medal
assemblies twice a year and parents will be notified
of the date and time for these assemblies.

Children can fall out of a window which is open more
than 12.5cm, even if a flyscreen is fitted

To prevent children falling from your windows, it is
recommended that:

v" Where possible, all windows, especially bedroom
windows:

o Are not opened more than 12.5cm when
located above the ground floor

o Have window latches/locks fitted to stop
windows opening more than 12.5cm or
guards to protect the opening

o Open from the top

v" Beds and other furniture are kept away from the
windows, so that children use them to climb up
to the windows.

v" You do not rely on flyscreens to prevent a child
falling out of a window.

v' Children are taught to play away from the
windows.

v Children are always supervised.
