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Talking out Books At Home
Balcony safety

D P
ear Parent, To prevent children falling from your balcony, it is

. . recommended that:
One of the best things we can do to assist our

children with reading is to engage them in talking
about the books they read. Talking stimulates
language development and helps children improve
their comprehension.

v" Where possible, balustrades (railings):

o Are atleast 1 metre high

o Have vertical bars which are no more
than 12.5cm apart (use a ruler to
measure the gaps between your vertical
balustrade posts).

o Have no horizontal or near horizontal
parts that would allow children to climb.

As you get ready to share a book with your child, you
might ask your child to talk about the cover, the title,
and a few of the pictures in the book. This “before-
reading” conversation will help your child to build the
expectation that stories make sense. This is also a
good time to help your child connect personal
experiences to the reading. If there is a picture
showing a picnic you, for example, this would be a
perfect time to talk with your child about a picnic you
enjoyed together . v

v All furniture, potted plants and other climbable
objects are kept away from the edge of
balconies.

You are aware of furniture that is light enough

o o . for children to drag to the balcony edge.
You can also invite your child into conversation

during the reading by stopping now and then to ask, v

T e R e Doors leading to balconies are locked to prevent

child access to them.

After reading, you might get your child started with
guestions such as:

v Children are always supervised.
