In recent years, a disappointing trend has emerged where
audience members choose to leave the auditorium
immediately after their own children’s performance,
regardless of when it occurs in the program. The result has
been that later items perform to a hall less than half full,
which is unfair to the children who have worked just as
hard as those on stage before them.

The Festival Committee recognises that families attending

the evening performances have school and work
commitments, and took the decision in recent years to
bring the starting time forward to 6:30pm, meaning that
the final item is generally over by 8:15pm at the latest. As
always, your children are supervised by staff from their
own school while not on stage.
